This silver masterpiece, of
which 14 units including a
prototype were built, drove
its competitors to despair in
the following two years.

From the
European Grand Prix on the
NUrburgring in early August
1954 onward, however, an
open-wheel (monoposto)
version also formed part

of the line-up. Its tubular
space frame was light and
sturdy, its suspension with
torsion bars and a new
single-joint swing axle at

frame at an angle of 53
degrees to the right to lower
the centre of gravity and
reduce the frontal area.
What’s more, meticulous
preparations for each
individual race harked back
to the glorious 1930s while
at the same time anticipating
the modern Formula One
approach. But there was
something else as well: so
as to have the best cars in
the world raced by the best
drivers, racing manager
Alfred Neubauer hired the —
initially reluctant — superstar
Juan Manuel Fangio, plus
the up-and-coming Stirling
Moss in 1955 — a virtually
invincible pairing.

The W 196 R’s track record
was impressive indeed:
nine victories and fastest
laps, as well as eight pole
positions in the twelve
Grand Prix races in which it
was entered, and, of course,
Fangio’s world champion’s
titles in 1954 and 1955.
There was little room for
improvement.
